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SHOOTER’S RESPONSIBILITY
All shooters are asked to check their squad number against the
scoreboard for any errors and should always check their scores
as they are recorded.

TIES AND SHOOT-OFFS
All Singles & Doubles ties will be carried over to the next like
event.
Handicap ties will be shot off at the end of each day.
Shooters not reporting for shoot-offs when called will forfeit.
It is the shooters responsibility to remain available for each
day’s shoot-offs.

PURSES AND OPTIONS
There must be at least five entrants in any purse or option or
money will be refunded. All entries are final!

GENERAL INFORMATION

PAY-OFF SHEET
South Dakota pays out 100% of all Added Money, Purses and
Options, with the exception that 1/10 of the money paid in the
South Dakota Youth Special Purse is donated to the South
Dakota Youth Fund.

CLASS ADVANCEMENT
With the exception of AAA registrants, shooters having the high
score in any class on singles or doubles will be placed in a
higher class for the next event. Any entrant who is
subsequently reclassified will have the privilege of withdrawing
any purse and/or option fees before the event has started.
No Class advancement on Wednesday’s singles and doubles.

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HAND LOAD
Hand loads may be used at this shoot provided they conform to
ATA rules. The management reserves the right to check any
shells used by any shooter at any time. Any shooter found
using shells which exceed maximum powder and shot
specifications, will be scratched from the shoot and will forfeit
any entry, options, and purse monies

TROPHIES
Championship trophies, including special categories, will take
precedence over class and yardage group trophies. Shooters
are urged to pick up the trophies the same day they win the
event. An announcement of this will be made on the official
scoreboard. Trophies will not be mailed.

Starting traps will be drawn for every morning. Check in the -
clubhouse for the results.

All events will be shot 50 targets per trap

TRAPSETTING COMMITTEE
The trapsetting committee consists of the 3 zone chairmen.
They will be setting traps each morning before the start of the
first event. Traps will be reset as conditions vary. The
committee and their appointees are the only individuals
authorized to reset traps. Unauthorized changing of traps will
result in disqualification. Look for any zone director in a red hat
for trap reset decisions.

In the interest of TIME CONSTRAINTS and FAIRNESS to ALL
COMPETITORS, targets shall be reset ONLY if they have
become ILLEGAL or if they VARY APPRECIABLY from legal
targets. The final decision as to whether or not a trap should be
reset shall be made by a TRAP COMMITTEE MEMBER.

Juniors & Sub-Juniors, not playing any purse or options, can
shoot targets for $22 per hundred.

According to ATA rules, the scorekeeper
must keep the score sheet in plain view of the shooters at all
If the shooters insist on this, many arguments will be
avoided. The squad captain (No. 1 shooter) will check the
scores after each 25-target event and initial the score sheet
before leaving the trap.

Errors made in totaling may and shall be corrected whenever
discovered. No change in lost or broken targets will be
made after the sheet leaves the scorekeeper.

This is an invitational tournament and the Directors of the
SDSTA reserve the authority to reject, refund or disqualify
any conduct, accuracy or sportsmanship of the shoot. In
event of a dispute over interpretation of any part of this
program, the decision of the Directors shall govern.

100-STRAIGHT PINS

All shooters that shoot 100 straight in any event in our State
Shoot (no carry-overs) will be awarded a special 100-Straight
State Pin by the South Dakota State Association. Only one pin
will be awarded to each shooter.

WATCH YOUR SQUAD
Please be ready when your squad is called. In order to keep
the loud speaker use at a minimum, all shooters are expected to
know when it’s their turn to shoot and will not be called. Be on
time and check in with the Squad Hustler. All shooters who are
not ready on time will be scratched from the squad and the
squad will proceed without them.

If you are late for your squad, you may shoot the last 3 traps
with them. But if your squad has started on their second trap,
you will be scratched from the squad and will be re-squadded
(your option).

Shooters missing their first trap, but finishing with their squad,
will report to the Practice Trap for instructions for making up
their first trap.

AlM SHOOTERS
South Dakota AIM Championship will be held during Saturday’s
Championship Singles. AIM shooters are encouraged to squad
in the first 15 squads to be considered for AIM Trophies.

CLASSIFICATION COMMITTEE
Bob Felber, Chairman and All Zone Directors

The Classification Committee reserves the right to change the
shooter’s classification at any time. Classification will be according
to know ability. To arrive at know ability, the following will be taken
into account as far as such information will be available.
s Official average (abnormally low scores will be disregarded)
e Non-registered scores, including shoot-off scores; non-
registered events; practice scores, etc.
e Any other information known on shooter’s ability to shoot and
break targets
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CATEGORY SHOOTERS:

1. Any shooter who is tied for event Champion may shoot-
off/carry-over for the Championship trophy. If a shooter
fails in the Championship trophy shoot-off/carry-over and
has declared a special category at the time of
classification, the shooter will fall back to the declared
special category.

2. Any shooter who has declared a special category at the
time of classification and whose score qualifies for any
trophy in his/her declared category, will compete for the
category trophy and not for place, class or yardage
group.

3. Any special category shooter whose score does not
qualify for a trophy in his/her category, may compete for
place, class or yardage group trophies.

No contestant will be allowed to declare or change a
special declaration after firing his/her first shot. The only
exception, to the rule will be to correct an ATA
classification error.

Handicap — Shooter must have registered at least 500 targets
over the period from Sept. 1, 2018 to July 15, 2020, inclusive, or
shoot 22 yd penalty or their ATA yardage, whichever is greater.

Doubles -- Shooter must have registered at least 500 targets
over the period from Sept. 1, 2018 to July 15, 2020, inclusive, or
shoot Class B or higher at the discretion of the Classification
Committee.

Shooters are requested to have both their 16 yd and doubles
averages computed for use by the Classification Committee.
Failure to have averages figured could result in being advanced
into a higher class. It is the shooter’s responsibility to have their
cards up to date.
